INTRODUCTION

Build-Your-Own (BYO) Scholarships are open to new students who will
be entering into Grade 4, Grade 7, Grade 10 and Grade 11 in 2020 at
Launceston Church Grammar School.

Launceston Grammar is looking for curious and talented young men
and women with demonstrated interests and abilities in any field

to share their passion with the Launceston Grammar community.

The BYO Scholarship seeks to identify uniquely gifted and talented
students who may otherwise go unrecognised. Specifically aimed

at unconventional, high-achieving students, the BYO Scholarship
sees applicants augment academic results with demonstrated skill,
personal references and a structured interview. The goal is to uncover
the full breadth of a student’s capabilities and capacity to contribute
dynamically to the life of the School.

Applicants are required to compile a portfolio. Awards are given to
applicants exhibiting intellectual potential and an ability to contribute
dynamically to the Launceston Grammar community

PORTFOLIO

It is recommended that the portfolio compiled by the applicant should
include the following:
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. A personal statement explaining the origins and development of
the applicant’s area of interest;

. Two (2) written references from individuals supporting the
applicant in developing their specific area of interest. Examples
include: the director of a youth drama production; a journalist
mentoring an aspiring writer; or a community leader able to
discuss the applicant’s contribution to a social justice project;

. Two to four (2-4) annotated exemplar work samples. Examples
include: a brief film of the applicant performing; a story the
applicant has had published; an invention the applicant
constructed to remedy a problem.
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The award includes fee remission, proportional to the strength of the
application (up to 50% rebate of tuitions fees), additional support
such as mentorships and funding for attendance at courses or
workshops outside of School. Scholarships are tenable until the end of
Grade 12.




Scholarships will be reviewed after two years and

will continue subject to satisfactory progress of the
student, taking into account the student’s School
reports, feedback provided by various members of
staff and the student’s adherence to the Student Code
of Conduct. Scholarship recipients are also expected
to meet the following General Scholarship Criteria of:

. Setting a good example in every respect inside
and outside the classroom;

. Demonstrating positive School spirit;

. Willingly meeting all obligations as defined by
staff;

. Being involved in and supporting school
functions and activities;

. Being exemplary in their appearance and
wearing of the School’s uniform; and

. Making a full contribution to the School’s
co-curricular activities programme and to the
general life of the School, and continue their
enrolment at the School to the end of Grade 12.

APPLICATION PROCESS

Applications must include the following:

O  Build-Your-Own (BYO) Scholarship Application
Form;

O  Build-Your-Own (BYO) Scholarship Portfolio;

O Handwritten letter of introduction (by the
student), addressed to the Headmaster, Mr
Richard Ford. The letter is to include a statement
of how the student has or will meet the General
Scholarship Criteria set out above and outline
interests and specific academic/career goals for
life beyond secondary school;

O  Copy of the student’s two school reports; and
O Copy of the student’s NAPLAN report(s).

Failure to include all documentation noted above may
result in the application not being considered.

Applications will not be returned therefore we ask that
only copies of reports and certificates be supplied.
Material should be no larger than A4 size and should
come stapled (please do not place material in a
presentation folder).

Applications close at 5.00pm on Friday 31 May 2019.
