INTRODUCTION

The M.L.Rooney and H.V.Jones Scholarship Fund is open to new
students of Launceston Church Grammar School who will be
entering into Grade 4 to Grade 12 in 2020 and whose financial
circumstance would otherwise prevent them from enrolling at
the School.

Students will be required to demonstrate outstanding
achievement in their academic studies as well as in one or two
of the following arveas: sport; music; the arts; leadership; or
community service. In addition to the above, students will be
required to provide examples in their introduction letter of how
they will meet the General Scholarship Criteria set out below:

. Setting a good example in every respect inside and outside
the classroom;

. Demonstrating positive School spirit;

. Willingly meeting all obligations as defined by staff;

. Being involved in and supporting school functions and
activities;

. Being exemplary in their appearance and wearing of the
School’s uniform; and

. Making a full contribution to the School’s co-curricular
activities programme and to the general life of the School,
and continue their enrolment at the School to the end of
Grade 12.

Successful applicants will receive part remission of tuition fees
(up to 50% concession) and is tenable until the end of Grade 6.
The M.L.Rooney and H.V.Jones Scholarship Fund will take into
account parents’ financial means.
